	He is afraid of something.

	“Herod Sayle is short” (92)
	Perhaps, his mother was a smoker. Maybe he didn’t get enough to eat as a child. But maybe it is just genetics.  As a result of his shortness, he could have an inferiority complex. 

	“has a black suit with gold signet ring” (92)
	He is rich, and he wants to show it.

	“has brightly polished black shoes” (92)
	He likes cleanliness, or he probably wants to look perfect – although or because he does not really. 

	“look like a multimillionaire businessman” (92)
	He minds his looks, he wants to impress people. 

	“has a dark skin” (92)
	He does a lot of sunbathing and / or he is from the Mediterranean.

	“his teeth flash when he smile” (92)
	He brushes his teeth regularly

	“small grey pupils” (92)
	His eyes look a bit strange. 

	“he loves to kill fish” (93)
	He is cruel and perhaps even sadistic.

	“has a butler, Mr. Grin” (95-96)
	He is rich and wants to be waited on. Maybe he is just lazy or wants to feel powerful. 

	“Our present prime minister, in fact. The two of them were at school together. “ (45)
	The prime minister knows him, so he will probably accept Herod’s gift. 

	“Young Herod never went to school and he should have ended up unemployed, unable to read or write, like the rest of them. “ (45)
	Herod’s family wasn’t rich, in fact it was painfully poor, unable to offer its children any chance of an education. 

	“And – this is top-secret, by the way – Mr. Sayle is to be rewarded with British citizenship, which is something he has apparently always wanted“ (47)
	He would have liked to have British citizenship. (Here Horowitz probably thinks of rich foreigners who buy famous British companies and football clubs. However, not all of them are popular with the public.) 

	“If there had been anything comical about him… it had completely evaporated.”

“Sayle laughed without any sign of humour” (both 180)
	If the situation is serious, Sayle doesn’t show any sense humour. He is a nasty little man who would like to be a great man.
